My dear parishioners,

We are getting into the Lenten spirit. |
hope that you are taking advantage of this sacred
time. Last weekend was very special for us as
we had two very important celebrations in our
Cathedral of the Sacred Heart: the Call to
Conversion and the Rite of Election. These two
celebrations are celebrations of the whole
diocese. The Call to Conversion is for all of the
Adults of the Archdiocese who will be receiving
the sacraments of Initiation, Confirmation and
Eucharist. For those who have never taken part
in this ceremony, these are the men and women
who have been baptized but never were
confirmed or have made their First Communion.
Every year the Cathedral is packed as these men
and women are received by the Archbishop.
They will be confirmed on or around Pentecost
and will come to the altar to receive the Body
and Blood of Jesus during the Holy Days of the
Lenten Triduum, Holy Thursday, Good Friday
and the Easter Vigil.

The Rite of Election is the special
ceremony in which the Catechumens or those
who are preparing to be baptized solemnly sign
the Book of Election as a commitment that they
want to be baptized. This is the beginning of the
final step in their journey to the Waters of
Baptism. We had 7 children who are preparing
for Holy Communion, but had not been baptized.
They were there in the Cathedral called by name
and then with their parents and God-parents,
signed the Book of Election and were received
by the Archbishop. It was beautiful to see the
new Archbishop, Bishop Hebda greet each one
as they entered the sanctuary to be blessed by
him.

Then next week and for three Sundays in
a row, our parish community will pray over them

with the special prayers of the church for
protection and blessing. We call these prayers
the prayers of Scrutiny. These are prayers of the
whole community for them. In the Baptism
ceremony for children there is a simpler prayer,
but for older people, the church prays over them
three Sundays in a row. These children then will
enter the waters of Baptism at the Easter Vigil.
It is the high light of the Christian year as we all
make our commitment to Jesus our Risen Lord.

And continue your Lenten Journey to the
Passion of our Lord.
